�� 10am – 10.15am Book in at the D V E  (Area No 1. on the map)   

Pick up “Trail Trackers”  
· If your group size is over 30 then don’t forget your Complimentary Trout Food. 
· Now make your way down the slope to the Children’s Farm, short cut through the 

food court. (Area No 2 on the map) Take a rubbing of a Farm animal. 
 

�� Move to the ‘lake side’  (Area No. 3 on the map) 
· Take a rubbing or draw a bird. 

 
�� Feed the Trout and water birds.  (No. 3 on the map) 

· Take a rubbing of the fish or do a drawing.  
· Feed the fish (opportunity for bigger groups to use their complimentary food, or 

other groups to buy from the vending machine for 20p per handful).    
 
THE TOILETS ARE AT THE TOP OF THE HILL PASSED LEMUR WOOD. 
 

�� 10.30am See the Lemurs in the tree tops (No 4 on the map )    
· Take a rubbing outside of the enclosure. 
· Remember to look up high. 
· Exit at the other end of the second enclosure to see more animals. 

 
�� To the Bush Dogs and the Leopards (No 5 on the map) 



· Draw a Bush Dog.  
· Back to the Bush Dogs and across the bridge to the Tapir and Hunting Dogs. 

  
�� To the Tapir (No. 6 on the map) 

· Take rubbing at enclosure or do a drawing. 
   
   THE TOILETS ARE ALONG THE ROUTE TO FLAMINGO JUNCTION 
 

�� To the Wallabies and Mara at Flamingo junction (No. 7 on the map) 
· An excellent photo opportunity. 
· Then on through the large metal gates up the hill to the black swan 

 
 

�� 12.15pm – 1.15pm Lunch time or a talk at Lemur Woods (No 8, 9 or4 on the map 
· An eating area will be set aside, you will be informed as to which area when you 

book in.  
· Toilets, play area and Monkey Island are all at this location. 

 
 

�� 1.35pm Back to Flamingo Junction to catch the train (No. 7 on the map)  
· Trains leave from flamingo junction at 1.45pm. 

 
�� 2.00pm arrive at Lemur Wood Station 

· Take a rubbing of the parrot, by the Aviaries while your waiting. 
 

�� Walk back down to the Camels opposite DVE (No. 1 on the map) 
· Check out the Tamarin and Macaque Island.
